- Jewish Calendars. The Jews had a 
“seven” of  years, as well as a “seven” 
of  days. Leviticus 25:8

- Context. Decree details show years:
- City rebuilt and destroyed within 490 days?

- Strong covenant for 7 days, then 3.5 days?





“An Anointed One, a prince (v.25).”
- cut-off

- will have nothing

“The Prince who is to come (v.26)” 
- His people will destroy city/sanctuary

- He shall put an end to sacrif ice/offering

- The city ends with a flood (AD 70?)

- The strong covenant is for 1 week (7 years)

- Half  of  the week (3.5 years), “the prince” 
(the horn / the desolator) will put an end 
to sacrif ice and offering.

- The Desolator has a decreed end.

- Is this literal? Are only the 69 weeks literal?

- When is the 70th week? Now?  Later? Why?

- Unprecedented trouble (v.1).

- Resurrection (v.2, c.f. John 5:29).

- “How long until the end of  these?” (v.6)
- ‘A time, times and half  a time’ (v.7, c.f. Daniel 7:25)

- “No wicked shall understand” (v.10).
- “Let the reader understand” (Matthew 24:15)

- Time periods:
- “offering taken away” / desolations for a time (v.11)

- “Blessed” arrival (v.12) AFTER Desolator

- “But go your way till the end ” (v.13)
